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Basic Features of the Project ]

The Mumbai Metro Rail Corporation Ltd. (MMRCL), a company owned by Govt. of India (Gol) and Govt. of Maharashtra
(GoM), has undertaken implementation of a 33 k.m. long and fully underground Mumbai Metro Line 3 Project extending
from Colaba to SEEPZ via Bandra with 27 stations and the depot at Aarey Colony. Metro 3 will connect important business
and other activity areas such as Cuffe Parade, Nariman Point, Fort, Girgaon, BKC, Airport, MIDC, SEEPZ as well as areas
currently not served by the existing mass transit systems such as Worli, Prabhadevi, Kalina. It is also proposed to provide
interchanges to connect Metro 3 with the existing and proposed mass transit systems such as suburban railways at CST,
Churchgate, Mumbai Central; Metro Line 1 at Marol Naka; and proposed Monorail at Sant Gadge Maharaj Chawk and Metro
Line 2 at BKC.-The Mumbai Metro Line 3 Project has been approved by the Gol and the GoM and will be implemented with
the financial assistance of Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA). The GoM has declared Metro 3 project as a
*Vital Public Project'and as an *Important Urban Transport Project'.

R&R Impacts and Framework

Six public consultation meetings were held with PAPs at different locations and a city level consultation was also held in
2012, which provided useful inputs in finalizing design and implementation strategy. A detailed survey and Social Impact
Assessment (SIA) has been carried out and efforts have been made to minimize the impacts on structures. Although the
metro corridor will be underground, land on the surface will be required for station buildings and facilities and for ancillary
uses such as traction substations, ventilation shafts, car-sheds and depots, traffic integration etc. It is observed that over
2,000 structures used as residences, business establishments and for certain other activities are affected by the project.
The GoM has approved Rehabilitation and Resettlement (R&R) of the Project Affected Persons (PAPs) as per the MUTP R&R
Policy as amended and approved by the Government in the year 2000.

Eligibility and Entitlements ‘

All categories of PAPs in terms of ownership of land and buildings, use and type of structures are covered in the survey.
PAPs who are squatters and are not legitimate occupants of lands and buildings but are covered in the baseline survey,
are actually affected by the project works and are included in the approved Eligibility List, will be eligible to

receive R&R entitlements, which include alternative tenement, shifting charges or free transport

arrangements and certain other assistance as per the R&R Policy. PAPs occupying any ot _,ff': ' s a
new unauthorized structures or additional parts of existing structures built and SRRy

occupied after the baseline survey and those enumerated in the survey
but do not participate in the R&R, will not be eligible for the
entitlements.

* The entitlements will be provided in MMRDA's R&R colonies developed as per the norms of Slum
Rehabilitation Schemes (SR) where vacant stock is available, particularly at Wadala and
Oshiware.

The Post R&R entitlements include allotment of 3 tenements per 100 tenements for Society Office, Balwadi and Welfare
Centre and financial benefits related to Rs. 20,000 per tenement to the registered Co-operative Housing Societies of PAPs.
No PAP s allowed to transfer or dispose tenement in any manner within a period of 10 years from the date of allotment as per
the provisions approved by the Government for Slum Rehabilitation (SR) Schemes.

Information Disclosure

The MMRCL has set up a Public Information Centre (PIC) in its current office at NAMTRI building, E-Block, Bandra-Kurla
Complex, Bandra (E), Mumbai 400 51, where various documents providing information related to the project will be
available for examination.

Grievance Redress

A separate two-level mechanism has been constituted for redressal of grievances of PAPs. Individual PAPs having any
grievances about eligibility and entitlements for R&R can make a written application along with related documentary
evidence to the Field Level Grievance Redressal Committee (FLGRC) and can appeal to the Senior Level Grievance Redressal
Committee (SLGRC) against the decision of the FLGRC.
